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3-DAY NOTICE OF LEASE TERMINATION

	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN to Tenant(s), Holly Baker-Irvin, all unknown occupants and members of the household under lease dated February 17, 2016, that possession of the premises now occupied by you, being commonly known as 22 Parkview Court, Hoopeston, Illinois, is hereby demanded on or before Three (3) Days Following Service of this Notice, for your breach of certain provisions of the said lease between said Tenant and the VERMILION COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORTY.

REASON FOR TERMINATION:  Pursuant to the Section G. of the Public Housing Lease, Tenant, any member of their household, a guest, or another person under their control shall not engage in:

Any criminal activity that threatens the health, safety, or right to peaceful enjoyment of VCHA’s public housing premises by other residents, employees of VCHA or other individuals lawfully on the property; and

Any drug-related criminal activity on or off the premises. 

Tenants breached the Public Housing Lease for the following actions:

On July 13, 2017, Police arrested Tenant’s guest Lucas Morgeson in Tenant’s unit for drug-related criminal activity (Possession of Controlled Substance and Methamphetamine Possession).  Police discovered illegal drugs and drug paraphernalia in the unit.  VCHA has elected to terminate the lease as a result of these lease violations.  

	YOU ARE HEREBY NOTFIED TO QUIT AND DELIVER UP POSSESSION OF SAME TO THE VERMILION COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY and that your FAILURE TO VACATE the premises on or before Three (3) Days Following Service of this Notice, will result in legal action being taken against you by the VERMILION COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY.

	NOTICE TO TENANT:  You have a right to request a hearing in accordance with the VCHA Grievance Policy.  ANY DEMAND FOR SUCH GRIEVANCE HEARING SHALL BE MADE IN A TIMELY MANNER, BUT NOT LATER THAN THE DATE SET FORTH IN THE FOREGOING PARAGRAPH.

	The Housing Authority does not have to grant a grievance hearing and may exclude from its administrative grievance procedure any grievance concerning an eviction or termination of tenancy, which is based upon drug-related criminal activity. (Section N. of the Dwelling Lease)





Your lease may only be terminated by judicial action at which time you may bring a defense in Court.
